It is a premise of Norwegian cultural
policy that no matter where one lives in
Norway, he or she should have a reaso-
nable opportunity of enjoying cultural
activities. Therefore it i3 not surprising
that almost all cultural activities in Noz-
way are supported by public funds.

There is an ulterlor motive for such sup-
port. Many belive that the availability of
the same cultural activities throughout
the land will enhance the growth of a
national culture wich, without nurturing,
could ecasily drown in the flood of impul-
ses from such trend-setting countries as
the United States, Britain, France and
Germany.

The Norwegian State has supported tra-
veling theater since 1949, a traveling art
gallery since 1954 and traveling symp-
honies since 1967, in this way, art and
culture are brought to the people who
live in remote areas of the country that
have no resident art companies. Perma-
nent theaters also benefit from the go-
vernment's largess. The State subsidizes
up to 80 percent of their costs to ensure
the survival of Norwegian theater arts.

Norway's small population and thus li-
mited market for literature in the

Norwegian language would be a formi-
table barrier to Norwegian language would
be a formidable barrier to Norwegian
writers and publishers were it not for the
State purchasing policy, All booksellers
are required to have in stock at least one
copy of each newly published book, and
the State itself orders 1.000 books for dis-
tribution in libraries. Thus book publis-
hers are assured of a basic demand for the
books and authors receive larger royalti-
es, in 1988, the Norwegian government
spent 107 million kroner on these purcha-
sing subsidies. These measures are uni-
que to Norway.
